PROVIDENCE ANNOUNCES EXPANSION & RENOVATION 

OF  WOMEN & NEWBORNS CENTER
Waco, Texas—The Providence Healthcare Network today announced plans for a major expansion of the Providence Women and Newborns Center.  The 18-month, $6.5 million renovation project will create an impressive new look for the front of Providence Health Center with an expanded lobby and a dedicated express elevator to the Women & Newborns Center on the 5th floor.  The project will also involve the renovation and updating of the Labor and Delivery area, as well as enlarging and updating all postpartum rooms.  Finally, the project will significantly enlarge the neonatal nursery which will offer high Level II capabilities.  The nursery will have the capability to address the needs of virtually all sick newborns.  
The project will be financed entirely with hospital reserves and philanthropic gifts and is expected to commence in August with a completion timeline of approximately 18 months.  The local architect firm for the project is RBDR, PLLC.  The lead architect is Bernadette Hookham, AIA.  Construction management for the project will be CMCT, Ltd., Mike Jackson, President, and John East, Vice President.  Local contractors will be utilized to the maximum extent possible.
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
